Tree Suckers

Some of the trees growing in the Hawthorne Station parking strips are
actually two trees spliced or grafted together as seen in the picture.
Occasionally, odd branches start growing from the base or the roots of
the trees --- these are tree suckers. These need to be removed as soon
as possible. A tree sucker will sap the energy away from the healthier
and more desirable branches on top.

Tree sucker removal

Removing tree suckers is easy to do. Use a sharp, clean pair of pruning
shears, and cleanly cut the plant sucker as close to the tree as possible,
but leave the collar (where the tree sucker meets the tree) to help
speed the wound recovery.
